Mystery Mania

Option A
Write your own murder mystery, in either the classic English or American style.  Your mystery must be a minimum of four pages, typed (12 font), double spaced, with a title page (please do not exceed 10 pages).  Be creative.  Remember to use literary devices like foreshadowing and pathetic fallacy.  If you have forgotten what these are, ask.  Obtain a “Tips for Writing a Short Story” handout.
Option B

Create a detailed model of the island and house paying particular attention to detail.  You must refer to the novel for accuracy.  Begin by combing through the novel for descriptions of the island and house.  Be sure to note the page number where descriptions are found and include this list with an accompanying paragraph explaining the importance of the setting on a mystery.  Neatness and accuracy count.  Impress me.
Option C
Read one mystery novel and write a two page comparative report examining the similarities and differences between And Then There Were None and the novel you selected.  Examine plot, character, setting, style and effectiveness.  Each aspect should appear as a heading.  Under each heading, discuss your novel and how it was similar or different to that studied.
Option D
Create a two-minute trailer for the novel including such aspects as sound and visuals on a program which is easily accessed in the classroom.  Your trailer should not give the ending away, but should entice people to read the book.  You would also need to submit a written component outlining your process and the reasons behind the choices you made.
